There were four members of the public present.

Chair J Lindsay opened the meeting at 7.30pm prompt. The Police report was taken first to allow the
representatives to return to their duties.

1. Police Report:
After a brief update on statistics Sgt Quinn provided those present with the background to
his position, and also noted changes in Police staffing for the benefit of all. In particular, the
Community Councillors passed on their best wishes to Stan Houston who is moving on. Sgt
Quinn indicated that, to the best of his knowledge, there were no further staff changes
pending in the foreseeable future.
The Police representatives confirmed that the situation at Shakespeare Avenue is, and will
continue to be, monitored. As things stand, there are no obvious signs of disorder.
Referring to Green Street, the representatives also advised that all was quiet when visited.
They will continue to monitor the area along with Clydebank playing fields.
Moving on to the issue of off-road motorcycles, Sgt Quinn provided background information
to the constitution of ACPOS, and policy-making and implementation. Additionally, he
explained to those present the reasons for the existing policy in respect of the off-road
cycles and the reasons for non-pursuit. He also emphasised the importance of the public
passing on information to the police.
Gilbert Howatson noted the requirement for the public to know and trust their local officers,
whilst Provost Agnew applauded recent police success in apprehending a nuisance cyclist.
The bike has been confiscated and will not be returned.
The Community Councillors and the Police officers then discussed the position at
Shakespeare Avenue, parking in Windsor Crescent and on public/private areas, fraud, fire-
raising at the Burgh Band hall, and assault incidences.
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The Chair thanked the Police representatives for their contribution and they left at this point.
