2. Matters Arising:

2010. Asyet, there has been no response to the FOI.

3. Police Report :
This item was deferred as there were no Police Officers in attendance at the meeting.
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Public Representation — Osborne Street Area:

The Community Councillors examined ongoing issues relating to water leakage and
trespassing in the above area, as raised by the members of the public in attendance. Those
present subsequently discussed these issues, including the background, timescale and
current situation. Provost Agnew confirmed he would be visiting the site next week, and
also advised that Stephanie at the High School had been advised of the situation. Martin
Feeney (WDC) is also aware of the ongoing problems. The Community Councillors clarified
with the members of the public their support in finding a way forward, and recognised the
difficulties faced in finding a solution. Provost Agnew confirmed that he will also be pressing
for a solution to the problems.

Walter will write to Stuart Young re information on CCTV for the area.

It was noted that dog fouling was also an issue for the residents — Provost Agnew will ensure
a sign is erected straight away — offending dog owners will be faced with a £100 penalty fine.
The members of the public also expressed concerns over lack of privacy, location of bus
stops, street lighting and property maintenance - these points of concern were
subsequently noted by those present. Attempts will be made to progress them and resolve

them where possible on behalf of the residents.
