2. Matters Arising:
Par 7: Planning - Walter Graham advised that a letter has been submitted directly to the
Chief Executive for response in respect of the planning application for North Lodge,
Auchentoshan.

Police Report :
a) Inspector Glass - This was taken at the start of the meeting to allow the officers to return
